The pattern for the verb “to do” wused as a predicate is:
Subject + verb (to do) + object (sometimes there is no object in a sentence.) For

example:

2. % HEY, (Ta nilil xuéxi.) He studies hard.

3. thER)E. (Ta qu shangdian. ) She goes to the store.

4. FFEAFE. (W5 qu zhonggud. ) I go to China.

Note that “to” has no equivalent in Chinese, no Chinese translation, see example
3. “At” sometimes is equivalent to the Chinese word f£. fE can be used as a
verb or a preposition, meaning “to be at (a place), in, at.” See examples 7 and
8 above. Sometimes “at” has no Chinese equivalent; see example 11. The
preposition “in” is sometimes equivalent to the Chinese word 7f; see example 9.
